Day 1: Downloading and Installing R and R Commander:
Windows Users

1. Go the main R webpage (r-project.org) and then click the link labeled CRAN under the Download menu.  
a. CRAN stands for Comprehensive R Archive Network

2. Scroll down to the set of links for the United States.  Choose the link that appeals to you.  I went to graduate school at Duke so that is the one that I chose but theoretically, they all should do the same thing.

3. You should see a screen that looks something like this:[image: Macintosh HD:Users:mdschulkind:Desktop:Screen Shot 2017-05-25 at 12.50.21 PM.png]

4. Click the link that says ‘Download R for Windows’.

5. Click the link that says ‘Install R for the first time’.

6. Click the link that says Download R 3.4.0 for Windows.

7. Click the link in the bottom left-hand corner of the screen that says ‘R-3.4.0-win.exe’
a. You might be asked whether you want to save the file or run it.  Your choice.  It should save to your Desktop.  Double-click it there to run it.
b. Click ‘run’ if you get a security warning.
c. Select English as your setup language.
d. Follow the instructions in the Installation Wizard.
i. Do standard setup, not custom.
ii. Choose if you want an icon on your desktop.

8. Start R.
a. Click the Start button.
b. Click ‘All Programs’
c. Scroll down until you find the folder for R; open the folder
d. There will be two versions of R; they should both work; I would choose the x64 version, but I don’t think it matters.
e. Double-click that puppy!
9. Download R-Commander (First time you use the program only)
a. At the command prompt in the R window type: install.packages("Rcmdr")
b. You will be asked to sele3ct a CRAN mirros siete for downloading.
i. Same deal as before.  Find a USA site that appeals to you.
ii. I’ve used Michigan 1 and Tennessee
iii. Click OK.
iv. Wait while stuff gets downloaded.

10. Run R-Commander (FIRST time you use the program)
a. At the command prompt in the R window type: library(Rcmdr)
b. You will get an error message saying that some R Commander packages are missing and asking if you would like to download them?
i. Click ‘Yes’.
c. Again, you will be asked to select the source to download the software from. 
i. CRAN should already be selected, so just leave it.
ii. Click OK.
iii. Wait for files to download.
d. The R Commander Window should open.
i. Note that this is separate from the R window.  It looks something like this:

11. Once the program is downloaded, all you need to do to start the program is:
a. Open R
i. Go to the Start menu.
ii. Open the R folder.
iii. Choose the version of R you wish to run.
b. Start R commander
i. Use the command: library(Rcmdr)



12. Create a Stats folder on your Desktop
a. Right-click on your Desktop
b. Select ‘Create Folder’
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Label the folder Stats (or whatever you wish)
